Preface

chetable crops arc considered to be onc of the main crops
on which Yemeni farmers depend to improve and increase their
income. There are several kinds of vegetable crops widely used in
Yemen, each comprises scveral varieties, some of which arc availa-
ble in the local markets.

As a result of the diversity of vegetable crops and their
varieties, the Agricultrual Research and Extension Authority
(AREA ) stressed its importance through its continued research
cfforts on vegetable varieties : specifying varieties of highest yield
and best quality as well as of most suitability to prevailing condi-
tions in the different areas of the country.

This can be observed through the various vegetable resea-
rch programmes that are executed within the frame work of the
main AREA stations and centres situated in the following regions
of the country :-

1. Mountains Highlands :

A) Southern Upland Research Station : it is located in Taiz.
[t covers Taiz and Ibb governorates.

B) Central Highlands Research Station : it is located in
Dhamar. It covers Dhamar and Al-baida governorates.

C) Northern Areas Research Station : it is located in Irra -
(Sana'a) . It covers Sana'a, Sa'ada, Hajja, and Mahwiet
governorates.



2. Coastal Plains :

A) Al-Kod Research Station : it is Located in Al-Kod
(Abyan). It covers the southern coastal plains.

B) Tihama Research Station : it is Located in Al-Kadan
(Wadi Surdud). It covers the western coastal region .

3. Desert Highland Plains :

A) Seiyun Research Station : it is located in Seiyun
(Hadhramout). It covers the eastern part of the highland
plains. '

B) Eastern Areas Research Station : it is located in Marib, It
covers Mareb and Algawl governorates.

The research efforts carried-out on varieties of vegetable
products during the past years by the researchers of the different
regional research stations have resulted in identifiCation of suitable
varieties for cach of the above mentioned areas as well as

determination of its specification and productivities.

In order to preserve, document, publish and circulate over
beneficiaries the achieved research results, the vegetable research
division of AREA has collected the results of research activities
from the annual technical reports on vegetable varieties which
have been studied during the years 1979 -1994.

After screcning and studying all the mentioned technical
reports, it became possible and put together this list which consists
of best varictics with highest ycild and suitability to all regions of
the country.



As the research works are continually moving, new in-
formation ang research results will appear from time to time
whether on new varieties, or the already mentioned ones, or in arcas
not included in this guide list.

The contents of this guide list will therefore be up dated
whenever new information is. obtained and possibilities are

provided.

Bearing in mind that, at present, production of recommenda-
tions on agricultural operation related to different vegetable crops
and recommended varieties are being prepared. We hope that, this
will be achieved and published in the near future.

Finally, we wish to present our thanks to all colleagues who
have contributed towards the completion and issuance of this work.
